Proposals requesting technology or classroom supplies are discouraged.
Deadline:  The deadline for submission of a grant proposal is November 10, 2017.  Mini-grants will be awarded at the LFLTA 2018 conference.  Winners need to be present or send a representative to receive their awards. Recipients should plan to present results at the next conference as a round-table presentation.
